Environment breakout session

Emerging Issues in Water

e Water is wasted because its cheap

e Habitats for spices

e Ecosystems services

e How climate change will affect water supply

e Snow pack —just a few degrees over will affect a lot

e Water availability

e  Water supply competition

e Wetlands can carry weight on how water gets distributed against agriculture and urban

e Good environmental stewardship for storage to preserve environmental water

e Recycling impact on humans, animals and plants

e How much water should be in the shallow vs. river area

o Not just restoration

e Maintain flow and water levels

e Maintaining plants and aquatic

e Basin plans — created with the general fund, revision in san Joaquin river are underway

e Conservation —yards, zero scaping, education programs

e Zero scaping — subdivisions don’t help, home owners association require home owners to
maintain their yards

e How do we move water between areas that have surplus

e Share water resources in the state

o Need data — monitoring of water, boundary conditions, monitoring for the whole state

e Educating and regulatory are the best area we as a whole can make a change

e We need to get research funded, do what we do best, research and educate, funding
mechanisms that are being developed to work across all CSU

e Water use efficiency

e Water management quality data in the state

e Inorderto get money you have to educate government on what they need to know and
educate them on what expertise we have so they can give us money.

e Create linkages and produce something larger than what we have now
